services, peer-led services and more.

•   CMHCs provide life-improving, critical mental health services  

to Hoosiers who otherwise might never receive care, including the 

economically disadvantaged, persons involved in the criminal justice 

system, and persons who are experiencing homelessness.

CMHCs have a positive impact on Indiana’s economy. 

•  The overall economic footprint

•   Every $1.00 invested by CMHCs 

generates another $0.59  

in additional economic activity. 

•  CMHCs directly employ 11,829 

Hoosiers, and indirectly support 

the jobs of an additional 3,511 

Hoosiers through the supply 

chain, and via income generated 

by the CMHCs.

•  CMHCs help improve the state’s 

mental healthcare workforce  

by providing internships to 

graduate students to learn skills 

needed to work in a community 

mental health environment.

Why are we transforming?• The existing Community Mental Health Center 
(CMHC) network consists of 24 service providers 
serving more than 300,000 Hoosiers annually.• This network is integrated into every sector of 

Indiana’s communities, including the justice system, 

hospitals, private employers, and education systems, 

to enhance coordinated care and reduce costs. • The CMHC system lacks key infrastructure,  
so clients can fall through the safety 
net leading to more severe issues later on. This means our impact on our communities is limited.

• We are transitioning to a Certified Community 
Behavioral Health Clinics (CCBHCs) outpatient 
model. This federal model will deliver flexible  
funding for the resources needed to transform  
our communities’ access to mental health and 
substance use services.

• Providers in all 92 Indiana counties will be enabled 

to help anyone who walks through their door, 
regardless of ability to pay, giving Hoosiers access  

to the right level of care at the right time.  
Providers will build a Crisis Continuum that  
ensures clients receive necessary ongoing and 
consistent treatment.

CMHC to CCBHC - A transformative transition

CCBHCs have been shown to decrease emergency and 

inpatient hospital admissions, which are particularly 

costly settings for care that can be circumvented with 

appropriate care early on.

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Building the Future of Mental Health Care: Regional Health Systems Launches 
Northwest Indiana’s First Psychiatry Residency Program

In a bold move to tackle the mental health crisis 

in Northwest Indiana, Regional Health Systems, 

in partnership with Indiana University School of 

Medicine and the Northwest Indiana Graduate 

Medical Education Consortium, launched the 

region’s first psychiatry residency program. 

This program directly addresses the critical shortage 

of mental health professionals in the area, which 

has been designated by the United States Health 

Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) as a 

high-needs region for mental health care.

The residency program is already making a tangible 

difference. Regional Health Systems has recruited 14 

residents, who are being immersed in comprehensive 

training across various psychiatric disciplines, 

including inpatient care, addictions, child and 

adolescent mental health, and primary care. With 

three cohorts of resident students 

at Reginoal Health Systems, the first 

group is set to graduate in 2026. What 

sets this program apart is its hands-

on approach, allowing residents to 

follow patients throughout their care, 

equipping them with the experience to 

manage complex, long-term psychiatric 

conditions.

“This program is not just about training 

doctors—it’s about creating lasting 

change in the way mental health is 

addressed in our community,” said Bill 

Trowbridge, CEO of Regional Health 

Systems. “We’re building a pipeline of 

highly skilled psychiatrists who will 

serve our most vulnerable populations and ensure that 

everyone, no matter their circumstances, has access 

to the care they need.”

Dr. Kobie Douglas, Chief Medical Officer and residency 

director at Regional Health Systems, emphasized 

the life-saving impact this program will have. “We 

understand that depression, addiction, and trauma can 

be fatal. This program allows us to train young doctors 

to intervene at critical moments and save lives.”

This psychiatry residency program is more than just an 

educational initiative—it represents a significant step 

toward addressing the long-term public health needs 

of the region’s most underserved communities. By 

expanding residency opportunities locally, Regional 

Health Systems is not only building a stronger mental 

health workforce but also ensuring that many of 

these new psychiatrists will stay in the area, reducing 

disparities in access to care.

Through this initiative, Regional Health Systems 

continues to lead the charge in transforming mental 

health care in Northwest Indiana, making a positive, 

lasting impact on the community.

Crisis C.A.R.E. Unit to Transform 
Mental Health Support

On July 16, 2024, Regional Health Systems 

took a bold step in transforming mental health 

care in Northwest Indiana with the launch 

of its innovative Crisis C.A.R.E. Unit at the 

Merrillville Care Center. 

This new facility, which has been in development 

for over a year and a half, provides immediate, 

life-saving support to individuals experiencing a 

mental health crisis.

“The Crisis C.A.R.E. Unit is a game-changer,” 

said Bill Trowbridge, CEO of Regional 

Health Systems. “Instead of waiting for an 

appointment, anyone in crisis can walk in and 

receive immediate care, just like an urgent 

care center—but specifically for mental health 

emergencies. Whether someone is dealing 

with a serious mental health crisis or just needs 

help getting through a tough time, they can 

come here and get help on the spot. This will 

transform the landscape of mental health care 

in our community.”

Regional Health Systems has long been a 

leading force in Lake County’s Crisis Intervention Team 

(CIT), working closely with local law enforcement to 

address mental health emergencies more effectively. 

The Crisis C.A.R.E. Unit is a natural extension of 

this partnership, providing a crucial resource that 

meets the needs of both the community and law 

enforcement. By offering a safe, welcoming space 

for those in crisis, the unit helps to decriminalize 

mental health, giving officers an alternative to jail or 

emergency rooms.

Angela Comsa, Chief Clinical Officer, emphasized the 

importance of this new resource. “Finally, we have 

a warm, welcoming place where people can turn in 

their most vulnerable moments. No more worrying 

about whether to take them to a hospital or call the 

police—now, there’s a better option. This partnership 

will ensure that those in crisis get the help they need, 

without the stigma or criminalization that too often 

accompanies mental health issues.”

The Crisis C.A.R.E. Unit is set to become a 

cornerstone of mental health care in the region, 

offering immediate, compassionate support while 

strengthening the collaboration between mental 

health providers and law enforcement to create 

lasting, positive change in the community.

As part of this partnership, Regional Health Systems 

provides on-site consultations to Head Start staff and 

teachers, equipping them with the tools to identify 

students who could benefit from behavioral health 

services. Following these consultations, students and 

families can access in-home services and a wealth of 

resources designed to meet their unique needs. Our 

team offers classroom training, hands-on support, 

and family services, ensuring no child’s needs go 

unnoticed.

Additionally, Regional Health Systems and Geminus 

Head Start staff collaborate to teach Conscious 

Discipline techniques to identified parents as part of 

the comprehensive care we provide to children and 

families. With this support, one parent transformed 

their relationship with their child. “We noticed a lot 

of positive changes,” shared the Geminus Early Head 

Start staff. “The parent strengthened their connection 

with the child, making a real difference.”

By addressing mental health concerns early, we’re not 

just improving outcomes for today—we’re laying the 

foundation for a brighter future for these children.

FSSA News: Indiana to expand program 

for expectant, new mothers with 

substance-use disorders 

Indiana will expand its Pregnancy Promise Program 

to support more expectant and new mothers with 

substance use disorders. The Indiana Family and Social 

Services Administration (FSSA) received a three-year, 

up to $2.7 million federal grant from the Substance 

Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration 

(SAMHSA), which will allow it to support an additional 

300 pregnant Hoosiers over the next three years, with 

a focus on those living in rural and under-resourced 

communities.

“The program’s multigeneration approach supports 

pregnant women and infants from the prenatal period 

through 12 months postpartum,” FSSA Secretary 

Dr. Dan Rusyniak said. “Not only are we helping 

mothers find treatment and sustain recovery, but we 

also ensure infants have an established pediatrician, 

appropriate referrals to pediatric specialists as needed, 

and developmental support services.”

The Pregnancy Promise Program has supported 

more than 900 mothers since it launched in 2021. 

While maternal and infant mortality rates are 

decreasing slightly across Indiana, data from the most 

recent Indiana Maternal Morality Review Committee’s 

annual report shows substance use disorder and 

overdose continues to be a leading cause of maternal 

death in the state.

Access to Funding for Certified Recovery Residences

The FSSA’s Division of Mental Health and Addiction, is announcing a Request for Funding (RFF) to select 

providers, certified by the DMHA as Level II, III, or IV Recovery Residences to provide access to funding 

for room or room and board for those who meet the following criteria: 1) diagnosed with any substance 

use disorder (SUD); 2) admitted into the Recovery Residence within the last 30 days; and 3) currently 

receiving outpatient addiction treatment at a DMHA certified treatment facility in the American Society of 

Addiction Medicine (ASAM) Level 2.5 or Level 2.1 level of care.

The total amount available for this RFF is $500,000 for DMHA certified recovery residences for persons 

who have moved into recovery residences within the past 30 days, currently in an ASAM 2.5 or 2.1 level 

of care AND have a diagnosis of Substance Use Disorder. The funding source for this RFF is SUPTRS Block 

Grant funds provided through Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA).  

No awardee will be given an individual award, all awardees will be eligible to bill for these services in the 

DMHA Electronic Billing Services, not to exceed a total of $500,000.

Providers can expect that their patients’ MH/SUD 
coverage will no longer be designed using 
information, evidence, sources, and standards 
that discriminate against MH conditions and 
SUDs. 

Providers can expect reasonable action as 
necessary from plans and companies if data, such 
as claims denials, in-network and out-of-network 
utilization rates, and provider reimbursement 
rates, they collect and evaluate shows material 
differences in access to MH/SUD benefits as 
compared to M/S benefits. 

Providers can expect to see the following types of 
changes if plans and companies need to improve 
access to MH/SUD providers, including but not 
limited to: 

• strengthening efforts to recruit a broad range 
of available providers, 

• expanding the availability of telehealth 
arrangements, 

• providing outreach and assistance to help 
individuals find available in-network providers, 
and 

• ensuring that provider directories are accurate 
and reliable. 

Providers can expect plans and companies to 
cover meaningful benefits (including a core 
treatment) for each covered MH condition and 
SUD if benefits are covered for medical conditions 
or surgical procedures in the same benefit 
classification (e.g., inpatient, in-network; 
outpatient, in-network; emergency). 

Providers can generally request written 
documentation of their patients’ plans’ and 
insurance companies’ compliance with MHPAEA, 
if they are acting as authorized representatives for 
their patients in connection with denied claims.
